EUREKA FLAG 

RAISING CEREMONY
The Eureka Flag was first flown at Bakery Hill on 
29 November 1854 at a Monster Meeting attended 

by 10,000 protesters. The next day the flag was 
marched to the Eureka diggings and hoisted 

above a makeshift fortress known as the Eureka 

Stockade. This flag raising ceremony is held to 
honour the Eureka Flag and its central part in the 

legend of this momentous event. Morning tea in 

the Ballarat Town Hall’s Trench Room will follow.

Eureka Australia’s annual Democracy Award 

Dinner marks the 170TH anniversary of the Eureka 

Stockade with the presentation of the Eureka 

Democracy Award. 

This year’s award will be presented during the 

evening to Catherine McGowan AO. Catherine was 

the Independent Member for the rural Victorian 

seat of Indi from 2013 until her retirement 

before the 2019 election. She was the first 
female independent to sit on the crossbench. 

Her successful grassroots campaign sparked 

nationwide interest in the potential of community 

based, independent politicians to chart a new 

course for Australian democracy.

Legendary political journalist, Barrie Cassidy is 

this year’s guest speaker. His journalism career 

started at the Albury Border Morning Mail. He later 

joined the Melbourne Herald before becoming 

a political correspondent in Canberra. He was 

personal press secretary and senior political 

adviser from 1986 to Prime Minister Bob Hawke 

MP. He was then appointed The Australian’s 

Washington correspondent and the ABC’s European 

correspondent. But he is best known as the creator 

and host of the ABC TV program, ‘Insiders’ for 

18 years until 2019, and for a time, its spin-off 

‘Offsiders’.

FRAGMENTS OF EUREKA 
In its long history, the University has been home 

to many passionate ‘Eurekaphiles’. As a result, the 

Federation University Cultural Collections holds 

many interesting historical examples of ephemera 

relating to the Eureka Stockade, documenting 

how it was commemorated over the past 170 

years. Items include newspaper articles from 1923 

to the present day, photographs of the replica 

Stockade and the Eureka ‘Sail’ in the Eureka 

Stockade Memorial Gardens, commemorative 

menus and placemats, and a program from the 

100TH anniversary celebrations.

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WITNESSING EUREKA: THE 

SKETCHES OF CHARLES 

ALPHONSE DOUDIET
The unrest that led to the Eureka Rebellion on 

3 December 1854 has captured the imagination of 

artists for 170 years. A notable witness to the events 

was Swiss-born Canadian digger Charles Alphonse 

Doudiet, who kept a sketchbook of his journey from 

Montreal to the Ballarat goldfields. In watercolour 
and ink, Doudiet observed and recorded a series 

of events culminating in diggers clashing with 

government forces in protest of exorbitant mining 

licence fees. Doudiet’s descendants discovered his 

sketchbook in an attic in 1996, and the Art Gallery 

of Ballarat undertook a large fundraising campaign 

to purchase the folio at auction. To mark the 170TH 

anniversary of the Eureka Rebellion, the Gallery will 

display all fifteen watercolours by Doudiet. These 
incredibly fragile and rarely seen works will be 

displayed within the Gallery Collection, along with 

works by contemporary artists who continue to be 

captivated by the subject matter of democracy and 

the symbolism of the Southern Cross.

- ANTHONY WHITE 
Paris-based Australian artist Anthony White’s 

exhibition features energetic highly key coloured 

explorations made in response to Sidney Nolan’s 

1965 Eureka Stockade mural. Painted in France 

during a period marked by widespread public 

protests, these works continue the artist’s wider 

thinking around the painterly gesture as a form 

of dissent, as well as an act of civil disobedience. 

These studies for a series of paintings called 

‘Manifestation’ were completed for a National 

Library of Australia 2020 Creative Arts Fellowship. 

Anthony White’s solo exhibitions include ‘Mobilising 

Material’ at The Mark Rothko Art Centre in Latvia 

in 2023. His work has been included in over 50 

group exhibitions internationally, as well as major 

Australian art prizes. Anthony White is represented 

by Lennox St. Gallery.

FAITH ON THE GOLDFIELDS
This exhibition tells of Faith, Gold, and the early 

pioneer priests of Western Victoria. The formation 

of the Catholic Diocese of Ballarat on 30 March 

1874, and the installation of the first Bishop of 
Ballarat on 17 May 1874, is a significant chapter 
in the history of the Catholic community. From 

the early 1830s, thousands of Catholic migrants 

arrived in Port Phillip Bay. Over the following 

decades, many settled in western Victoria in search 

of gold and to start a new life. Priests from Ireland 

and other parts of the world were encouraged to 

migrate for the Melbourne mission. In recognition 

of the Diocese’s 150TH anniversary, this display 

highlights the lives of these pioneer priests, 

including Fr. Patrick Smyth, who was associated 

with the events surrounding the Eureka Stockade. 

The display further examines the first bishops 
who worked and travelled in Ballarat and western 

Victoria between 1850-1874.

THE BUILDING OF BALLARAT: 

THE ESTABLISHMENT 

OF FREEMASONRY ON 

THE GOLDFIELDS
Freemasons were amongst the first free settlers in 
the colony of Victoria. Many moved to Ballarat and 

worked as miners on the goldfields; others worked 
as publicans, stonemasons, lawyers, and bankers. 

Freemasons, including Ballarat Reform League 

Secretary, John Humffray, were active in agitating 

for miners’ rights and wider democratic reform. By 

the early 1850s, various Lodges were established, 

including the ‘Victoria Lodge of Instructions’, 

which was formed on 25 June 1854, only months 

before the Eureka Stockade. The support of these 

early Freemasons during this time resulted in 

constructing some of the finest buildings in Ballarat 
and establishing various charities and institutions. 

In recognition of this important history, the Ballarat 

Masonic Centre will display some of its earliest 

records, documents, and photographs dating from 

the 1850s onwards. Tours of the Lodge rooms will 

also be available during this time.

PETER FREUND
Discover the hidden histories of one of Ballarat’s 

most notable public parks with local cultural 

historian, Peter Freund. Since it was identified 
as the site of the Eureka Stockade in 1869, the 

Eureka Stockade Memorial Park has become 

a commemorative site of national importance. 

Hear how the park’s landscaping, buildings and 

monuments have changed over time, and how 

the park has been shaped into a place both of 

commemoration and recreation.
